MSU-Bottineau is a part of the North Dakota University System (NDUS); therefore, when you 
successfully complete your general education requirements at MSU-Bottineau, you also 
satisfy the general education requirements at any NDUS institution.  If you have not 
completed our general education requirements or transfer outside the NDUS, the transfer 
institution will evaluate how your courses transfer on a course-by-course basis. 
 

WHAT IS GENERAL EDUCATION?  
At MSU-Bottineau, general education consists of classes 
in communication, arts and humanities, social science, 
math, science, and technology.  These required courses 
are designed to introduce you to a wide range of skills and 
disciplines.
