HOW MUCH WOULD I EARN?  EMPLOYMENT INCOME 
Earnings vary widely depending on position and  
experience, ranging anywhere from minimum wage  
to more than $20.00 an hour.   
 
Nationwide, a floral designer earns about $20,810 and  
a landscape worker about $21,610.  In North Dakota,  
income is around $17,206 as a floral designer and  
$19,419 in landscaping.
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
